The Sedykh Trophy | The Sedykh Trophy was presented to the Hammer Circle on its 50"
Anniversary by World Record Holder Youri Sedykh for the ‘Outstanding
Performance of the Year’

Nick Miller finally broke the UK record which stood since 1984 with 77.55, and then
became the first British man to make the world hammer final with 77.42 in
qualifying. Nick won the European U23 title, was second in the European Team
Championships and is the first world top ten ranked male UK hammer thrower since
Chris Black in the 70s.

The Bertram Trophy | Presented to the Hammer Circle in 2002 by the late Alan Bertram for the
Outstanding Performance at World Level.

All previous records were broken by Sophie Hitchon — 4™ in the World
Championships with two UK records in the final — all six throws over 71m — is an
outstanding, world-class achievement.

The Payne Trophy | Outstanding services to hammer

Jack Kee. Still competing at a high level in Masters competition in the M75
category, Jack still coaches a range of fine athletes across age groups at Marshall
Milton Keynes. He’s been involved in athletics for nearly sixty years with MMK and
previously Poly Harriers and has been coaching nearly thirty years.
